The best approach is multimodal. Treatment incorporates:

Proper rest

Well balanced diet

Exercise

Counseling

Medications- affects the chemicals in the brain that regulate mood

pressure. It is our relationship with God that gives us hope when all seems hopeless. It is our relationship that reminds of us the
positive power of prayer.
