Ovanian Cancer

At present, there is no known method to prevent

ovarian cancer, but some things appear to re-

duce a woman's risk of developing the disease.

They include:

o Oral contraception: Birth contral pills reduce
the risk of ovarian cancer especially among
women who use them for several years. Com-
pared with women who never used oral con-
traceptive, those who used oral contraceptives
for 3 years or more have about a 30%-a0%
lower risk of developing ovarian cancer.

o Breast feeding and pregnancy: Having one
or more children, particularly if the first is
born before age 20, and breast feeding may
decrease a woman's risk.

« Tubal ligation: This is a surgical procedure in
which the fallopian tubes are tied to prevent
pregnancy. This procedure reduces the rela-
tive risk of developing ovarian cancer. lts use
as a risk reduction strategy may be appropri-
ate for high risk individuals and should be dis-
cussed with your physician.

o Hysterectomy: A Hysterectomy has been
demonstrated to reduce the relative risk of
ovarian cancer. A woman should not have a
hysterectomy exclusively to avoid the risk of
ovarian cancer, but if one is being performed
for valid medical reasons and she has a family
history of ovarian or breast cancer or is over
age forty, she should discuss concurrent ovary
removal with her physician.

Prophylactic oophorectomy: Oophorectomy is

the surgical remaoval of one or both ovaries. Only

recommended for certain high-risk patients, the
operation eliminates the risk for ovarian cancer,
but not the risk for a less common cancer called

Primary Peritoneal Carcinoma. This cancer is

similar to ovarian cancer in spread, presentation

and treatment. Discussion with your physician is
necessary to determine your individual risk and
options for prophylactic surgery.

(Prostate Cancer

Prostate cancer is the most common cancer in
men, and the second leading killer of men, be-
hind lung cancer. Prostate cancer is generally
very slow growing and most men die with pros-
tate cancer (meaning that they die of some other
cause) rather than from it. Still, it

kills approximately 30,000 men each year. But
detected early, it can be cured.

In its early stages, prostate cancer usually
doesn't cause symptoms. However, as the dis-
ease progresses, the patient may develop symp-
toms that are the same as for prostatitis and/or
BPH (see above). Additional symptoms include:

o Chronic pain in the hips, thighs, or lower back
« Blood in the urine or semen

The lack of early symptoms and the overlap of
symptoms  with non-cancerous  conditions
makes prostate cancer difficult to diagnose.
That's why it's essential that you get screened
reqularly.

Prevention

oGet your prostate checked yearly after age 40

ofat right. Studies show that people who eat a
high fat diet have a greater risk of devel-
oping prostate cancer. On the other hand, fi-
ber, soy protein, fruits, and cooked ~ tomatoes
have all been shown to reduce risk.

oWatch your weight. Obesity may be a contrib-
uting factor to a number of cancers, including
prostate.

oExercise regularly

oDon't smoke

oLimit alcohal and avaoid caffeine.

eDrink a lot of water. This can help flush out your
bladder. Urine should be almost clear. .

eLonsult your doctor about other prevention tips.

Reclaiming Jesus

We are living through perilous and polarizing
times as a nation, with a dangerous crisis of
moral and political leadership at the highest lev-
els of our government and in our

churches. We believe the soul of the nation and
the integrity of faith are now at stake.

A Confessian of Faith in a Time of Crisis. It is time
to be followers of Jesus before anything else
nationality, political party, race,
ethnicity, gender, geography our identity in
Christ precedes every other identity. We pray
that our nation will see Jesus' words in us. "By
this everyone will know that you are my disciples,
if you have love for one another” (John 13:35).
When politics undermines our theology, we must
examine that politics. The church's role is to
change the world through the life and love of
Jesus Christ. The government's role is to serve
the common good by protecting justice and
peace, rewarding good behavior while restraining
bad behavior (Romans 13). When that role is un-
dermined by political leadership, faith leaders
must stand up and speak out. Rev. Dr. Martin
Luther King Jr. said, “The church must be re-
minded that it is not the master or the servant of
the state, but rather the conscience of the
state.” It is often the duty of Christian leaders,
especially elders, to speak the truth in love to
our churches and to name and warn against
temptations, racial and cultural captivities, false
doctrines, and political idolatries and even our
complicity in them. We do so here with humility,
prayer, and a deep dependency on the grace and
Holy Spirit of God.
This letter comes from a retreat on Ash Wednes-
day, 2018. In this season of Lent, we feel deep
lamentations for the state of our nation, and our
own hearts are filled with confession for the sins
we feel called to address. The true meaning of
the word repentance is to turn around. It is time
to lament, confess, repent, and turn. In times of
crisis, the church has historically learned to
return to Jesus Christ.
Jesus is Lord. That is our foundational confes-
sion. It was central for the early church and
needs to again become central to us. If Jesus is
Lord. then Caesar was not—nor any other politi-
cal ruler since. If Jesus is Lord, no other authari-
ty is absolute. Jesus Christ, and the kingdom of
