The formal name of this ministry is The
Brotherhood of Bethesda Christian Fellow-
ship. The dictionary definitions appropriate
to our "brotherhood" are: 1) an association
of men united in a common interest, work,
creed, etc., as a fraternity or religious or-
der; 2) a belief in or feeling of unity or co-
operation among men or among all peo-
ple.

In the spirit of 1st Peter 2:17, all Christians
are a fraternity, united to Christ the head,
alike disposed and qualified, related in the
same interest, having communion one with
another, going to the same home, and
loving one another with an especial affec-
tion.

While all Bethesda members are a frater-
nity of believers, the membership in this
ministry is comprised of male members 18
years old and above who faithfully support
the Church through tithes, offerings, and
attendance. The particulars of The Broth-
erhood organization and administration
are set forth in the Brotherhood Directives.
The Brotherhood's purpose is to support
the church mission by enlisting and coordi-
nating the Church's manpower to perform
certain essential Christian activities, by
promoting fellowship among men, and by
cultivating the Christian life of laymen
through study, worship, and service. The
goals shall be dedicated to the welfare and
wholeness of Bethesda and to the service
of God. This ministry works out its purpose
in various ways that even reinforce and
complete the sense of unity and coopera-
tion among the brothers for the sake of
Christ. The ministry assists other minis-
tries in the conduct of their essential Chris-
tian activities. The Brotherhood fosters
fellowship among men at Father's/Men's
Day activities and throughout the year. It
affords brothers the opportunity to share
with, to strengthen, to encourage one an-
other in a myriad of circumstances and
conditions.

The Brotherhood facilitates the Wednes-
2 day Evening Academy, which is a strong

cultivator of Christian life for young boys
through adult males.

Wholeness in our fellowship is exemplified
by the Apostle Paul's instruction to the
church at Corinth. 1st Corinthians 12:12-
26 requires the effective functioning of all
ministries of the church; therefore, The
Brotherhood shares equal importance and
responsibility with every other ministry to
be on task in its functioning. This ministry's
functioning, as it affects all members of the
church, has immediate implications for
unity of the body today and far reaching
implications for that unity in the future. Cul-
tivating the Christian life of laymen
(through study) prepares and enables men
to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ with
the world. These cultivating activities serve
to mature the fellowship. The Brother-
hood's community service activities posits
the bothers as "salt and light" in the com-
munity. As the Brotherhood facilitates
Christian growth and maturity among men,
the ministry flourishes in its ability to per-
petually support the Church's mission and
to undertake and complete tasks yet to be
assigned through the Church's vision.

Scleroderma Awareness

What is Scleroderma?

Scleroderma, or systemic sclerosis, is a
chronic connective tissue disease general-
ly classified as one of the autoimmune
rheumatic diseases.

The word “scleroderma” comes from two
Greek words: “sclero” meaning hard, and
‘derma” meaning skin. Hardening of the
skin is one of the most visible manifesta-
tions of the disease. The disease varies
from patient-to-patient.

What Scleroderma is not:

Scleroderma is not contagious, infectious,
cancerous or malignant.

How serious is Scleroderma?

The seriousness will depend on the parts
of the body, which are affected, and the
extent to which they are affected. A mild
case can become more serious if not
properly treated. Prompt and proper diag-
nosis and treatment by qualified physi-
cians may minimize the symptoms of scle-
roderma.

How is Scleroderma diagnosed?

The diagnostic process may require con-
sultation with rheumatologists (arthritis
specialists), and/or dermatologists (skin
specialists) and require blood studies and
numerous other specialized tests depend-
ing upon which organs are affected.

What causes Scleroderma?

The exact cause or causes of scleroderma
are still unknown, but scientists and med-
ical researchers are working hard to make
those determinations. It is known that scle-
roderma involves an overproduction of
collagen.

What is the treatment for Scleroderma?
Currently, there is no cure for scleroderma,
but there are many treatments available to
help particular symptoms.

Fast Facts:

*Approximately 300,000 Americans have
scleroderma

*Approximately three to four times more
women develop scleroderma
+Scleroderma can affect every age group,
but the onset is most frequent between 25
and 55

+Lung disease is a major cause of sclero-
derma-related deaths.
